It was a similar circumstance to that which ruled him out of the Group 1 Topgun
at The Meadows back in October.
Mandagery Man, while on paper having his first start at Albion Park, had trialled
brilliantly at the track back in June in preparation for the Qld Derby series.
A minor injury ruled him out of that series.
Ipswich Gold Cup and Young Guns winner Super Hornet flew through a 5.60 first
section to open up a strong early lead in the heat.
He still led at the second section through a 11.57 but Mandagery Man was too
strong from the home turn onwards.
