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Albion Park

The future of Albion Park was again discussed
in the media (and various other places) this
week. So that our members and patrons have
the facts, | will give you a summary of what we
know.

The Club operates under a Licence Agreement
with the Albion Park Raceway Management to
conduct race meetings and trials. This Licence
Agreement is current until 10 February 2013.
There is no stipulation on the minimum or
maximum number of each that can be
conducted.

The Club pays a Licence Fee for use of the
Complex. In 2006/07 this amounted to
approximately $280,000. The Club also pays
for light and power ($37,000 in 06/07 and
excess water $11,000 in 06/07).

Should the co-owners, the Greyhound Racing
Authority and the Harness Racing Board
decide (or be directed to do so by the Racing
Minister) to refurbish, redesign, make
alterations or additions, or to sell the complex,
the Boards are required to give the Club nine
(9) months notice of termination of the Licence
Agreement.

The Club is a tenant of the Complex — not one
of the owners — so is not privy to confidential
discussions between the co-owners with
respect to the future of Albion Park. The Club
has (and will continue to) stated that the best
option for greyhound racing’s future is not at
Albion Park. The Club also believes that, given
the escalating value of real estate in the Albion
area, the most appropriate business decision is
for the co-owners to sell the entire complex,
share the surplus and move to their own
complexes. The Club believes the proposed
Logan City option is in the best interests of the
greyhound racing industry.

On the next page is an extract from the
Brisbane City Council’'s draft Albion
Neighbourhood Plan, which provides the
Council’s view on the Albion area.



3.4 Raceway Precinct

The redevelopment of the Raceway Precinct
will provide for medium density development
and increased business activity. A significant
opportunity for redevelopment is the Albion
Park raceway facilityThe preferred option is

for the relocation of the facility to allow
redevelopment more appropriate to an inner
city location. In the interim, retention and
reconfiguration of the Albion Park Raceway
facility within the existing site may be
supported. The redevelopment must mitigate
adverse impacts on adjacent residential areas.
A minimum 5,000m? urban recreation area is to
be transferred to Council if the Raceway is
repositioned. This urban recreation area will be
located at the northern end of Amy Street.
However the recreation area may be located
elsewhere within the development if a publicly
accessible plaza in private ownership is
proposed at the northern end of Amy Street.
Regardless of location, the urban recreation
area is to be designed with public road
frontage. If the raceway is relocated and the
site is redeveloped for residential uses, there
will be a need for additional urban recreation
area. This additional land should be
consolidated with Crosby Park to the north.
Amy Street will be designed as a boulevard
street, mostly residential in nature with some
limited entertainment or convenience uses at
ground floor. Redevelopment within the
precinct should aim to improve vehicular and
pedestrian/cyclist linkages into and through the
precinct. Development within this precinct will
need to address flooding impacts with
appropriate building design and infrastructure.
Commercial development is only appropriate if
fronting Kingsford Smith Drive. New
development will be of a height to minimise
impacts on nearby residential areas and to
maintain key view corridors. Development
within this precinct will need to address
flooding impacts with appropriate building
design and infrastructure.
